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4. COVID-19 PROTOCOL 
 

The event is approved as professional sport event with a very strict countermeasure concept and 
therefore the AIBA Event Management Protocol during COVID-19 pandemic will be implemented.

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Kalemegdan Fortress is located at the confluence of Sava and Danube Rivers, in the Old Town. It is 
the most visited attraction in Belgrade, The Fortress is surrounded by Kalemegdan Park, the largest 
park and the most important historical monument in Belgrade. 

 
 

 
 

One of the oldest landmarks in Belgrade is a street Knez Mihailova which is the main pedestrian 
street. Always full of life, filled with stores, cafes and restaurants, it is the best place to feel the pulse 
of Belgrade and admire the diverse architectural styles. 
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Еveryone who decide to visit Belgrade should come to see Gardos, place where Zemun has begun it’s 
legendary history. Gardoš Tower also known as The Tower of Janos Hunyadi (who actually died in the 
old fortress, 440 years before the tower was built) is a memorial tower located in Zemun. 
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
